	Title- ‘What happens when I fall asleep?’
The main topic this half term is ‘What happens when I fall asleep?’ We look at bedtime routines and the importance of sleep and rest. We think about our own dreams and use our imagination to think of fantastic dreams we can write about and express through creative activities. We ask the question; Does everyone go to bed the same time as me? This leads into exploring nocturnal animals and seeing what they can find out. Finally we turn to the night skies, looking at the moon and stars.

Also within this half term as we move towards Christmas our topic turns to ‘People who work at night’ and we look at the elves workshop. This enables the children to really engage their imagination and create toys which Santa may want his Elves to produce at the North Pole.
